Intended Use

This tool is intended for the fastening and loosening of bolts, nuts and various threaded

fasteners.

This tool is not intended for use as a drill, Please check manually to ensure safety after
fastening, and we recommend tightening to manufactures specifications.

NOTE: Before using the tool, read the instruction book carefully.

1. CHARGING PROCEDURE

BEFORE PUTTING INTO OPERATION
CHARGING THE BATTERY PACK (SEE FIG A)

NOTE:

a) The battery in your new tool is not charged when it leaves the plant. Therefore it
must be full charged before using the first time.
b) Do not use any charger other than that specifically provided for use with the

equipment.

c) If the battery pack is very hot you must remove your battery pack from the charger and
allow time for the battery to cool down before recharging.

d) Please charge the battery to reach full or no less than half charge before storage. If the
tool will not be used for long periods of time, charge the battery every 3-6 months.

CHARGING PROCEDURE

1) Plug the charger into an appropriate outlet.
2) Place the battery pack into the charger.
3) When charging is completed,unplug the charger and remove the battery pack.

WARNING: When battery charge runs out after continuous use or exposure to
direct sunlight or heat, allow time for the battery to cool down before re-charging
to achieve the full charge.

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2. INSTALLING AND REMOVING THE BATTERY PACK (SEE FIG B)

a) TO REMOVE THE BATTERY PACK

Press the Battery Pack Release Button (3] firmly first and then pull the Battery Pack out
from your tool.

b) TO INSTALL THE BATTERY PACK

Push the fully charged Battery Pack onto the tool with sufficient force until it clicks into
position.

3. INSTALLING AND REMOVING SOCKETS (SEE FIG C)

This wrench is supplied with a 3/8” Square Shaft (7).

Caution: This product is equipped with an electric brake. Never use any sockets or

accessories that are not hardened for impact use.

Never use standard chrome vanadium steel sockets which can shatter and can cause

personal injury.

To fit a socket:

- Push fit the socket over the anvil. The friction based ring holds the socket securely in
place.

To remove a socket:

- Pull the socket away from the anvil to remove.

Note: Extra effort may be required when fitting and removing brand new sockets on their

initial useage.

4, SELECT THE REQUIRED DIRECTION OF ROTATION (FIG D)
To change direction, turn the rotation control (5] to the left or right. DO NOT attempt to
change the direction of rotation whilst triger is depressed.

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5. ON/OFF SWITCH (SEE FIG D)

Depress to start and release to stop your wrench.

The On/Off Switch is fitted with a brake function which stops your chuck immediately

when you quickly release the switch.

Itis also avariable speed switch that delivers higher speed and torque with increased

trigger pressure. Speed is controlled by the amount of switch trigger depression.
WARNING: Do not operate for long periods at low speed because excess heat will
be produced internally.

6. USING THE SIGHT LIGHT

To turn on the light (1), press the on/off switch (2) and make sure the forward/reverse
rotation control (5] is on right/left position. When you release the on/off switch, the light
will be off.

LED lighting increases visibility - great for dark or enclosed area.

7. BATTERY CAPACITY INDICATION

Your tool is equipped with Battery Capacity Indication (4). Press the On/Off Switch (2),
the Battery Capacity Indication (4] will light up to show the amount of charge left in the
battery.

8. BELT CLIP
Insert the Belt Clip (6] into the tool. The belt clip can be cliped on your belt or pocket, etc.
